Exodus 3:14-15 (ESV)  God said to Moses, “I AM WHO I AM.” And he said, 
“Say this to the people of Israel, ‘I AM has sent me to you.’”  God also said to 
Moses, “Say this to the people of Israel, ‘The LORD, the God of your fathers, 
the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, has sent me to 
you.’ This is my name forever, and thus I am to be remembered throughout all 
generations.

Leviticus 24:16 (ESV)  Whoever blasphemes the name of the LORD shall 
surely be put to death. All the congregation shall stone him. The sojourner as 
well as the native, when he blasphemes the Name, shall be put to death.

Romans 2:23-24 (ESV)  You who boast in the law dishonor God by breaking 
the law.  For, as it is written, “The name of God is blasphemed among the 
Gentiles because of you.”

Matthew 5:34-37 (ESV)  But I say to you, Do not take an oath at all, either by 
heaven, for it is the throne of God,  or by the earth, for it is his footstool … Let 
what you say be simply ‘Yes’ or ‘No’; anything more than this comes from evil.
